In some cases, it could
even result in funds coming back to the User through use of the Michigan Recycled Materials
Market Directory, which is a searchable online directory for businesses looking to divert materials
from landfills. It covers companies in Michigan and across the Midwest. Here, a User can find
the service area of a given vendor, acceptable materials, any other services provided, and vendor
contact information.
